“By the rivers of Babyl on we sa
bered Zion... How can we sing the songs of the Lord while
i n a foreign |l and?”

The heartbreaking cry of the people of Israel, in captivity and torment

and exiled far from their home, has inspired great works of music and
literature. It puts across better than any bare description the misery

of Godbdbs people living in Babyl on
in such unfamiliar and unfriendly context.

This year the theme of Barnabas Fu
Week (26 October- 2 November) is ALiving i
Christ in a hostile worl do. 't s
its exile in Babylon which Psalm 137 expresses so powerfully, is

similar in some ways to the experience of Christians today.

But the city of Babylon, where the Israelites were taken, disappeared

a long time ago! So what does it
today are living in Babylon? It appears in Genesis 10:10, as part of

the kingdom of Nimrod, who is said to be the first mighty warrior. It is
the location of the tower of Babel where the people try to build a city

with a tower reaching to the heavens, so that they can make a name

for themselves and stay together. But the Lord confuses their speech

so that they cannot understand each other and He scatters them over
the face of the earth.

So the first time it features in the Biblical story, Babylon stands for
aggressive human power and arrogant human pride which puts

people before God and is found in human societies and regimes in all
times and pl aces. I't stands again
on earth as it is in heaven, and against us Christians too, whom God

has called to live under His rule and to spread it. In this sense, we all

live in Babylon, and we all suffer its opposition.

So the basic demand God make of each one of us is to honour Him at

all times. In this way we can be confident of sharing in the salvation

and holiness of Gododés eternal city
Babylons of the world. This hope can sustain us as we seek to live
faithfully as Jesus taught us, in the midst of our hostile world.

God Bless the Lady Plumber
Remember this lady?
Irena Sendler

Died: May 12, 2008 (aged 98)
Warsaw, Poland

During WWII, Irena, got permission to work in the Warsaw ghetto, as a
Plumbing/Sewer specialist. She had an ulterior motive.

Irena smuggled Jewish infants out in the bottom of the tool box she
carried. She also carried a burlap sack in the back of her truck for
larger children.

Irena kept a dog in the back of her truck that she trained to bark when
the Nazi soldiers let her in and out of the ghetto.

The soldiers, of course, wanted nothing to do with the dog and the
barking which covered the infants noises.

During her time of doing this, she managed to smuggle out and save
2,500 children and her co-helpers created more than 3,000 false
documents to help Jewish families.

Ultimately, in 1943 Irena was caught, and the Nazi's broke both of her
legs and arms and beat her severely. She refused to betray any of her
comrades or children rescued. She was sentenced to death by firing
squad but the Zegota saved her by bribing the German guards on her
way to execution. She was listed on public bulletin boards as among
those executed and for the remainder of the war lived in hiding.

Irena kept a record of the names of all the youngsters she had
smuggled out, in a glass jar that she buried under a tree in her back
yard. After the war, she tried to locate any parents that may have
survived and reunite them with their families.

Most had been gassed. Those children she helped got placed into
foster family homes or adopted.

In 2007 Irena was up for the Nobel Peace Prize. She was not selected.
Al Gore won, for a slide show on Global Warming.

Later another politician, Barack Obama, won for his work as a
community organizer for ACORN.

Six million Jews, 20 million Russians, 10 million Christians and 1,900
Catholic priests were murdered, massacred, raped, burned, starved
and humiliated during WW2!
