Back to School! 

In February, I was invited to one of the local schools to give a talk about the 

Food Bank. As I prepared what I was going to say, I was aware that some of the 

children may have received food parcels and so I had to talk about the work we 

do in an upbeat positive way that wouldn’t scare the children. 

It was a good exercise in re-evaluating the work we do & really highlighted the 

difference we make. 

The children were brilliant at engaging with the questions, for example, thinking 

about why we need food banks, guessing what we might put in the bags & the 

things we definitely wouldn’t put in a bag! We were able to talk about the 

different food we give to people living in emergency accommodation or on the 

street.  
 

Their teachers are setting up a donation 

point within the school, so for me, the 

most important thing was to include 

them as part of the team supporting 

people who are in crisis, explaining that 

when people thank us for what we do, 

we are also thanking them because 

without the donations we can’t help.
